	What concepts do you want students to understand after completing this lesson?

	· Students will analyze the Declaration of Independence and understand how it came to be
· Students will analyze
 the Opposing Viewpoints of the American Patriots and Loyalists and their impact on the war

· Students will create a map on the American Revolution Battles and then a chart explaining the different battles and their outcomes

· Students will have an understanding of what freedom is and why we fight for it by creating a multimedia presentation displaying their view on freedom.

	· Students will display an understanding of what freedom is, why we fight for it, what it means, and can apply the idea to how different countries view freedom
 to do this: In a group, students will create a Multimedia Presentation 
expressing what freedom is to them after studying the American Revolution and learning about different groups and their view of freedom with a degree of accuracy of 80 percentage

	Management (How will students share technology resources? How will you break up the lesson into segments-the number of hours or days?)

	This project will take approximately six 90 minute class periods

Day 1:
· Students will receive a guided notes form (that will also work as their graphic organizer for the Expert Jigsaw)

· PowerPoint Presentation on the writers of the Declaration of Independence

· Expert Jigsaw on the four key points to the Declaration of Independence

1. Students will be randomly assigned to groups of three, when they get into their groups, they will determine the following things:  (2-3 minutes)

· Group Leader, Supply Person, and Group Scribe
· Expert Assignments: Expert 1: Ideals and Arguments, Expert 2: Complaints, Expert 3: Conclusions

2. Students will then move to their Expert Groups to discuss their assigned portion of the Declaration of Independence using the Declaration of Independence Handout and Graphic Organizer/Guided Notes document they received before the PowerPoint Presentation (20 minutes)

· During this time, students will write down the key points from their assigned portion to take back to their groups 

· How does the Declaration of Independence express the desire for the American Colonists to be free from Britain’s rule?

1. Students in groups of three will create a PowerPoint presentation representing the key points expressed in the Declaration of Independence (40 minutes)
2. PowerPoint must adhere to the guidelines set forth in the PowerPoint Rubric

· Groups will share their PowerPoint Presentations with the class  (30 minutes)
1. Group Presentation will be worth 40 points

Day 2:

· 4 question pre-quiz over definitions of Patriots and Loyalists

1. Define a Patriot in one complete sentence.

2. Define a Loyalist in one complete sentence.

3. What were the Loyalists' greatest fears? What angered the Patriots most?

4. What would you have said to oppose each argument listed above?

· Ask Students
 to open their books to Chapter 7 and pass out the Venn diagram worksheet.  In table groups, students will have 10 minutes to complete the Venn diagram comparing and contrasting the Loyalists and the Patriots.  When groups have completed the exercise, the class will discuss their answers. (15 minutes)
· PowerPoint on Famous Patriots and Loyalists (15 minutes)
· THINK-PAIR
-SHARE: Divide the tables in into Patriots and Loyalists.  Ask the students to discuss with their Patriot or Loyalist partner reasons why they believe that their side is the correct side.  Ask them to write down their reasons.   Students will need to back up their answer with at least three details that support their opinion. (30 minutes)
· Write a 1 page free write from the point of view of a loyalist on why they choose to stay aligned with Britain 
· Do they consider themselves free?

Day 3:

· Battles of the Revolution (50 minutes)

1. Begin by posting the picture on the Elmo: Washington Taking Command of the Army at Cambridge and ask the students what is occurring in this picture.  They will need to use prior knowledge obtained from their reading the night before about Washington being selected General of the Colonial Army.  Discuss students’ answers. (5-7 minutes)

2. Handout blank map of the colonies and ask students to place a legend and compass on the bottom of the page.  Things to be included on the legend are: rivers, red star for battles won by the British, blue star for battles won by the Colonists, color red – for British, color blue for Colonists movement.  (3 minutes)

3. PowerPoint over American Revolution Battles (15 - 20 minutes)

4. Assign students into groups of 4 (based on tables) and ask them to get a piece of chart paper and markers.  They will need to create a chart of the battles beginning after Lexington and Concord to the end of the War.  On this chart they will need to put the following headings: Battle, Date, Location, Winning Army, and Winning General.  (20 minutes)  This will need to be turned in at the end of class.  

Day 4:

· Pass out rubric for group assignments and discuss what is to be expected (15 minutes)
· Students will get into their groups from the previous day and determine the following assignments: Group General, Supply Master, and Multimedia Lieutenants 1 and 2.  Then each person will choose from the following subjects to learn about and to report back to the group: American Colonists, African-Americans, Women, and Middle Eastern Citizens.  (5 minutes)
· Groups will break into Expert Groups to research from the following materials. (Students will have 30 to 45 minutes to conduct their research and discuss their findings with their Expert Groups, during this time, they will complete the graphic organizers and highlight the information that the Expert groups finds to be the best information to take back to their groups)

· Students will then return to their groups to discuss their findings with each of the other members of their groups.  They will then begin working on the process of creating an answer to the question: Are we free?  And determining how they want to present their answer in their multimedia presentation.  Students will need to include music, pictures or graphic artwork, and create a video, using the flip camera, where they explain the group’s ideas on freedom in the world and answer the question: Are we free? (45 minutes)
Day 5 and 6:  

· Students will continue work on video presentation.  On day six, the students will have up to 45 minutes to complete their presentation.  
· Students will share their videos with their classmates

· Students will complete and turn in the self and group evaluation, which accounts for 20% of the overall presentation grade.


	Learner Diversity (What diverse learner needs do you need to consider when selecting resources, grouping students or planning the culminating project? Are there any special considerations such as assistive technologies or second-language learning to take into account?)

	The following modifications will be available for this lesson plan.
· For those students who have an IEP’s that requires that they have documents read to them, a computer with headphones will be available in the back of the classroom with a reading of the Declaration of Independence on CD-Rom.

· Those Students
 who have an IEP that requires additional speech assistance will be placed in groups that allow the students to actively participate while allowing other students to speak for the group as a whole in a presentation.

· For those Students that have a 504 for ADHD, the lesson has been broken up into parts that allow the student breaks and to move about throughout the class period.

· The video and documentation will be available in alternative languages for those students for which English is a second language as necessary.


	Engage:

Capture the students’ attention, stimulate their thinking and help them access prior knowledge.

	Students will be divided into two groups – the British Red Coats and the American Blue Coats and will be asked to line up in two opposing lines on the school football field.  The students will each be given a slip of paper that explains what their role in the battle will be.  Some students on the blue side will be given the assignment to charge at the Red Side.    Some members will be given the assignment to walk calmly towards the Blue side no matter what.  Some will drop to the ground as if hit by a bullet.  This battle enactment will take approximately 5 minutes.  When it is complete, the students will sit on the bleachers where we will discuss the following questions:
1)  Red Members – what was your reaction to the Blue members who ran at you with no regards?

2)  Blue Members – what did you think of the Red members who kept marching towards you?

3)  Which type of battle tactic works better?
*Rules will need to be set in place and explained to the students before this activity begins.  They should include, but not be limited to:

1) No student is allowed to touch another student

2) Students may not yell or threaten another student

3) Students must follow all school rules according to language and behavior


	Explore:

Give students time to think, plan, investigate and organize collected information.

	· Students will have time to research and discuss opposing ideas for the American Revolution in Think-Pair-Share groups

· Groups will have one full class period to research and plan their multimedia presentation to answer the question:  Are we free?  Groups will then have a second, with a possible third day – as needed, to create their presentations

	Explain: 
Involve students in an analysis of their explorations. Use reflective activities to clarify and modify their understanding.

	· Students will explain the perspective of the Loyalist members of the American Colonists through a Think-Pair-Share, followed by a Free Write answering the question – Why did Loyalists stay aligned with Britain and did they consider themselves free?



	Elaborate: 
Give students the opportunity to expand and solidify their understanding of the concept and/or apply it to a real-world situation.

	· After breaking into Expert Jigsaw groups to discuss the following groups – Women, African Americans, American Colonists, and Middle Eastern Culture, students will discuss the different views of freedom and how it affects us a society today.  They will need to determine what makes a person free and apply it to the idea that of what freedom means to them when answering the overall question of Are We Free?

· Students will create a multimedia presentation explaining and expressing their thoughts and conclusion on the question: Are We Free? 



	Evaluate:
Evaluate throughout the lesson. Present students with a scoring guide at the beginning. Scoring tools developed by teachers (sometimes with student involvement) target what students must know and do. Consistent use of scoring tools can improve learning.

	Day 1:  Group PowerPoint Presentation: 40 points
Day 2: Individual Free Write on the Loyalists perspective of the war and do they consider themselves free: 10 points

Day 3: Students will create a map of the battle locations (10 points for completed map) and as a group, they will create a chart that lists out the major battle locations, opposing generals, date, and winner of the battle (10 points)
Day 6: Group Multimedia Presentations: 100 points (80 points determined from multimedia presentation, 20 points determined from self/group evaluations)
